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Port of Oslo to receive three electric stacker cranes

The Port of Oslo will receive three electric stacker cranes on 29 May 2021 as part of plans to
expand container handling capacity.

In a statement, the Port said the all-electric cranes will be supplied by Kalmar and contribute to
increased capacity and efficient container handling. They have been designed and built in China
and will arrive pre-assembled before being put into production.

The cranes’ voyage aboard the Aal Pusan began in
Taicang on 18 April. The approximately 200-meter-long
cargo ship has passed through Singapore and Setubal in
Portugal on the way to Oslo.

Container traffic to Oslo has increased by almost 30%
in recent years and the proportion of goods of European
origin has almost doubled. This has contributed to
significant freight transfer from road to sea.

The increase in recent years is estimated to annually replace 25,000 trailers on the roads from the
continent.

Einar Marthinussen, Commercial Director, Port of Oslo, said, “We are expanding the container
port and increasing the crane capacity to be able to handle a market in strong growth.

“Sea transport is cost-effective, environmentally friendly and more than halves climate emissions
compared to other modes of transport.”

Svein Olav Lunde, Technical Director, also commented, “The container terminal is designed for a
maximum of 13 stacking cranes a capacity of 450,000 TEU.

“We started in 2015 with eight all-electric RTG cranes. When we now expand with three more
cranes, we get 85% capacity utilization.

“This is a step-by-step, planned expansion that is necessary to remove volume peaks and be able to
handle future growth.”
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Leith Renewable Energy Hub Unveiled in £40m Project

The project will help support Scotland’s ambitious renewable energy targets.

Plans to create Scotland’s largest renewable energy hub at the Port of Leith have been unveiled by the project’s leader
Forth Ports.

A £40m private investment will help create a 175-acre site featuring a
bespoke, riverside marine berth capable of accommodating the world’s
largest offshore wind installation vessels.

The facility will feature a heavy lift capability of up to 100 tonnes per
square metre, backed up by 35 acres of adjacent land for logistics and
marshalling. This will be supplemented by the upgrading of a 140-acre
cargo handling site to accommodate lay down; assembly; supply chain
and manufacturing opportunities.

Group Chief Executive of Forth Ports Charles Hammond said: “Leith’s proximity to the North Sea, which is set to
become home to many more offshore wind developments, coupled with the natural deep waters of the Firth of Forth,
makes this an ideal location to support not only those developments already planned, but the pipeline of projects that
are sure to follow.”

The project will support Scotland’s net zero carbon emissions targets. The Scottish Government aims to reach net-zero
emissions of all greenhouse gases by 2045. Additional goals include meeting 50% of the country’s electricity, heat and
transport demand from renewables by 2030. Scotland is currently less than half-way to meeting this goal.

Scotland failed to reach its 2020 goal of producing 100% of its electricity demand from renewable sources, reaching
97.4%.

Cabinet Secretary for Net Zero, Energy and Transport Michael Matheson said: “The Scottish Government has set
ambitious targets to increase offshore wind capacity to 11 GW of energy installed by 2030 — enough to power more
than eight million homes. This commitment, which will support our transition to a net-zero economy by 2045,
capitalises on the fact that Scotland’s seas have some of the best offshore wind resources in the world.

“This significant investment from Forth Ports to develop the Port of Leith places them in an ideal position to harness
the offshore wind opportunities in the North Sea, creating good green jobs and supporting a just transition to net-zero
— not just for the city of Edinburgh but the wider area and beyond.”

With existing offshore wind farm development plans and the Crown Estate Scotland’s ScotWind seabed leasing round
still to come, offshore wind alone has the potential to create enough work for the renewables hub for the next 30 years.

In addition, the Port of Leith Renewable Energy Hub will help secure the Firth of Forth as a driver for Scotland’s
green energy transition and support up to 1,000 long-term jobs, along with around 2,000 indirect jobs

A container fire has broken out onboard the X-Press Pearl while at anchorage in Colombo port on 20 May

The Sri Lankan Navy went to the aid of the Singapore-registered containership to help put out the
fire on the afternoon of 20 May some 9.5 nm Northwest of Colombo port.

According to the Sri Lankan Navy the 2021-built, 1,486 teu containership was carrying 25 tons of
nitric acid, several other chemicals and cosmetics from the port of Hazira, India and had arrived in
Colombo on 19 May.

The Navy dispatched two offshore patrol vessels, naval ships Sagara and Sindurala, and a fast
attack craft, as well as a Sri Lankan firefighting tug which it said remained engaged in firefighting
efforts on Friday.

“Meanwhile, special team comprising Sri Lanka Navy and Ports Authority (SLPA) personnel got
onboard the ship in the evening (20th) and inspected the situation onboard ship where they
suspected that the fire was erupted due to a reaction to the chemicals being transported on the
ship,” the Sri Lankan Navy said.

The vessel operated by X-Press Feeders has a crew of 25 Philippine, Chinese, Indian and Russian
nationals.

The Port of Barcelona’s port community system, Portic, is being integrated with TradeLens, the
digital logistics platform based on blockchain technology jointly developed by AP Moller Maersk
and IBM

This integration involves the exchange of real-time
information to provide more details of the loading and
unloading operations that occur to the Barcelona port
facilities.

Portic is the first and only port community system in Spain
to be integrated with the TradaLens platform, consolidating &
the strategy of the Port of Barcelona and its port community to continue advancing as a smartport.

Last year, nearly 3m containers were moved at the Port of Barcelona. Many of the 500 companies
that are part of the Barcelona port community work with the Portic system, which manages more
than 31m document exchanges per year.

With the announced integration, the Portic and TradeLens services will feed back into each other,
offering better quality information in real time, with data such as the actual departure or arrival of
the vessel at the port of origin or destination, among others. This exchange of information means
greater digitalisation, transparency and security in operations, which makes it possible to make
more accurate forecasts and, with this, offer a better service to customers, the Port of Barcelona
said in a statement.

Portic Barcelona and TradeLens have developed an alliance where both entities benefit by
exchanging information in an authorised manner for shipping lines. The technological model used
allows immediate communication of the events and milestones of the transport chain, which is a
differential aspect with other integration models already existing in the PCS of the port community
of Barcelona," says Javier Gallardo, director of Portic.

Launched in 2018, the TradeLens ecosystem now includes direct integrations with more than 300
organisations, extending to more than 10 ocean carriers and including data from more than 600
ports and terminals. It has already tracked more than 35m container shipments, nearly 2bn events

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New IMO water level alarms for cargo holds supported by BIMCO

Following IMO’s Maritime Safety Committee (MSC 103) meeting which was held remotely from 5 to 14 May, a list of
issues were discussed, one of which was the new requirements for water level detectors on non-bulk cargo ships.

”

In fact, the new requirement was up for adoption. In light of the above, BIMCO
announced its support on the new IMO water level alarms for cargo holds.

To remind, the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea (SOLAS)
currently require single hold cargo ships of less than 80 meters (100 meters if
constructed before 1 July 1998) to have a water level detection alarm.

As BIMCO explained, these ships are not required to undertake a damage stability assessment, which means there are
no requirements to assess the effect of flooding of the cargo hold. Should damage occur and water starts to enter the
hold, the crew need to be alerted to the situation so they can take appropriate mitigation action.

The sinking of “El Faro” on 1 October 2015 provide an example of why this is necessary, as the ship sank following
flooding, with loss of all hands onboard.

As a result, recommendations from the accident report proposed that “new cargo vessels be equipped with bilge high-
level alarms in all cargo holds that send audible and visible indication to a manned location.”

Hence, the MSC adopted new regulation, entering into force on 1 January 2024. The new provision is put forward in a
new SOLAS regulation (11-1/25-1) which requires new multiple-hold cargo ships to be fitted with water level detectors
in each cargo hold intended for cargo.

“ The water level detectors will give an audible and visual alarm at the navigation bridge when the water level reaches
a hight of 0.3m above the bottom of the cargo hold, and again when the water level reaches a hight of 15% of the depth
of the cargo hold “

BIMCO stated.

If the ship is having bilge pumping arrangements (according to SOLAS 11-1/35-1) this may be used as equivalent too,
if positioned correctly in the cargo holds.

The new regulation harmonizes the requirements for bulk carriers and non-bulk carriers, and will not apply to
tankers, liquid holds, and tanks entirely above the freeboard deck.

Concluding, the MSC 103 also agreed to consequential amendments to the “Performance standards for water level
detectors on bulk carriers and single hold cargo ships other than bulk carriers” (MSC.188(79)) to align with the new
SOLAS requirements.

This collaboration will leverage Envision Digital’s EnOS™ AloT technology to build a Port Digital Twin,
modelling, simulating, optimising, and monitoring port activities, including logistics, maintenance, traffic
and energy consumption. Harnessing both AI and IoT, the Digital Twin will integrate with other PORTable
innovations at the Port of Antwerp, and focus on CO2 emissions, portal logistic multimodal asset flows and
portal people flow.
