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Peru - DP World Callao — Decarbonization strategy

In response to the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change, DP World Callao wants to
be part of the driving force to limit the global warming to well-below 1.5°C. Our
commitment to decarbonization aims to achieve an ambitious target of more than 90%
reduction in Scope 1 and 2 carbon emissions by 2030. If we would keep business as usual,
our emissions for 2030 would be 2.3 times compared to 2022 emissions. The DP World
Callao strategy for delivering on decarbonization is based on equipment electrification and
efficiency, renewable energy, process efficiency and digitalization.

Serving the strategy, and until 2030, more than US$72 million will be invested for the
changeover to electric equipment (replacement and conversion) and renewable energy
supply. We started by measuring our emissions and transforming our RTG cranes in 2019.
In 2020, during the pandemic, we changed the entire lighting system of the operational
area of the Port of Callao to LED lights. In 2021, we managed to stop emitting over a 1000
tons of CO2 by digitizing a large part of our processes and applying operational efficiency.
In 2022, the Ministry of Environment recognized us with the third star of its Peru Carbon
Footprint program, for managing and reducing our emissions for two consecutive years.
We closed 2023 by stopping the emission of over 2680 tons of CO2 equivalents, through
the acquisition of 100% of our electricity from renewable sources. In 2024, we have
implemented a charging station for our 20 fully electric ITVs, and our first electric RTG
yard cranes started operating.

In the next years, we will make more efforts to achieve sustainable operations. In 2026, we
will replace 30 diesel trucks with electric ones. In 2027, we will replace 6 additional RTG
yard cranes with electric ones. In 2029, we will replace 11 trucks with electric ones. In
2030, we will convert 9 more cranes to electric to finally offset the remaining carbon. and
thus, we aim to achieve our decarbonization targets for 2030.

The key already implemented actions include:

«Electric Charging station for terminal trucks: After we voluntarily decided that all the new
equipment will be electrical, we went further and decided to also build a charging station
for internal terminal trucks with 10 double chargers each one. This is the biggest charging
station in Latin America and the biggest in DP World portfolio. This resulted in a reduction
of 2,145 CO2eq emissions per year and cleaner air.

Renewable energy supply: 100% the electrical energy supply to the Terminal comes from
power plants that generate energy from renewable sources since May 1st 2024 (I-REC
certification). This means that DP World Callao’s electrical equipment is 100% CO2
emissions free. Ceasing to emit only in the first year, will result a reduction of 4,320 tons
of CO2 equivalent (CO2e) emissions, reducing our carbon footprint by at least 30%.

The Port of Tilbury has expanded its fleet with its third LHM 550 mobile harbour
crane from Liebherr Great Britain.

The multifunctional crane has been acquired to support the growing operations of
London’s major Port, including Aggregate Industries’ new cement grinding
manufacturing facility and import terminal.

The crane arrived on 18 January via the Baltic Sea fully assembled on the MV
Meri heavy load vessel from Liebherr-MCCtec Rostock, Germany.

With an outreach of 54 metres and a 144-tonne configured lifting capacity, the
LHM 550 is engineered for high-volume cargo throughput. The unloading of the
crane was assisted by an LH 150 Port Litronic material handler which has been in
operation at Tilbury since 2023.

The LHM 550 crane has been specified with additional technology, including an
over-pressure system to best aid future projects, including Aggregate Industries’
facility on the port.

Once it’s operational in 2026, the crane will handle granulated blast furnace slag
(GBFS) a low-carbon alternative to conventional cement, unloading it from the
vessel into the hopper of the plant.

The crane’s LieGEN energy recovery system captures and reuses energy,
enhancing operational efficiency and reducing fuel consumption. The latest
engine technology is fitted to comply with the most stringent emissions standards.
The crane operates on HVO fuel from delivery, reducing emissions, while its
electric-ready design allows for a seamless transition to zero-emission power in
the future.

Paul Dale, Chief Operating Officer of Forth Ports said: “We have set out
ambitious net zero targets across our business and are investing in greener
technology to ensure that our operations are sustainable.

“The Liebherr LHM 550 joins our busy fleet in Tilbury and they will all support
our growing bulks and heavy lift work across our port estate. We have a long-
term relationship with Liebherr across the group and we are aligned in our
commitment to greener operations.”
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Angola - AD Ports begins operations in Angolan Luanda port

AD Ports Group has begun long-term administration and development
of a multifunctional port and logistics company in Luanda, Angola, in
collaboration with local partners.

The Port of Luanda handles approximately 76 per cent of Angola’s
container and general cargo volumes, as well as giving sea access to
its landlocked neighbours, the Democratic Republic of the Congo and
Zambia.

AD Ports Group owns 81 per cent of the multifunctional terminal joint
venture with Unicargas and Multiparques, as well as 90 per cent of the
logistics business with Unicargas.

Under a 20-year concession agreement with the Luanda Port Authority
signed in April 2024, AD Ports Group committed to investing
approximately $250 million through 2026 to modernise the terminal
and develop Noatum Unicargas Logistics, a joint venture that provides
integrated logistics, transport and freight forwarding services to local,
regional and international clients.

With the terminal’s opening on 30 January, trading began at Noatum
Unicargas Logistics.

Mohamed Eidha Al Menhali, Regional CEO of AD Ports Group, said:
“With the planned upgrade of Luanda’s multipurpose port terminal,
and establishment of an integrated logistics and freight forwarding
business leveraging our Group’s global network and reach, AD Ports
Group is positioned to capture the growth in Angola’s container
volumes, which are forecast to rise on average by 3.3 per cent
annually over the next decade.”

Israel’s government-run Ashdod Port Company said yesterday it plans
to launch an initial public offering of up to 49 per cent of its minority
shares in order to expand the company’s capital base and increase its
future profits, Reuters reports.

Ashdod, the last remaining state-owned port, has stayed open during
the current war on Gaza.

The firm said it has published a tender to select an issuance adviser for
the IPO, effectively initiating the public listing process.

Israeli ports have experienced a significant drop in cargo volumes as a
result of Israel’s genocidal war on Gaza and the subsequent Houthi
efforts to stop Israeli-linked vessels from travelling through the Red
Sea to the occupation state.

According to figures from Statista Research Department on 9 August
2024, in the first quarter of 2024, the total volume of cargo loaded and
unloaded at Israeli seaports decreased to about 12.9 million metric
tonnes. Between the third quarter of 2024 and the first quarter of 2024,
cargo traffic fell by almost 20 per cent.
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Morocco - Tanger Med Port: Over 10 Mil. Containers processed in
2024, Mediterranean leadership consolidated

The Tanger Med port complex has processed 10,241,392 containers in
2024, representing a growth of 18.8% increase compared to 2023
throughput tally.

This performance reflects the trust of international shipping operators
in the service provided by the Moroccan port which was reinforced
with modern facilities and new equipment reducing the ships waiting
and maneuvering times, says a press release issued by the Tanger Port
Med Authority.

In 2024, the Port handled 516,842 trucks, a 8.1% increase compared to
2023. This traffic was primarily driven by industrial products, which
grew by 6.8%, and agribusiness traffic, which increased by 7.2%.

A total of 3,047,387 passengers transited through Tanger Med Port
Complex in 2024, marking a 13% increase compared to 2023. The
Port’s two vehicle terminals handled a total of 600,872 vehicles in
2024, representing a 4% increase compared to the previous year.

This includes 368,843 vehicles exported by the Renault factories in
Melloussa and SOMACA in Casablanca, 170,519 vehicles exported by
the Stellantis plant in Kenitra, 34,100 vehicles in. wshlpment and
27,410 vehicles imported. =% :

Abu Dhabi, UAE — 14 January 2025: AD Ports Group (ADX: ADPORTS), a leading
facilitator of global trade, logistics, and industry, has signed a Foundation Agreement with
SEMURG INVEST LLP (Semurg), the owner and developer of the Sarzha Multifunctional
Marine Terminal at Kuryk Port, Kazakhstan.

Under the terms of this agreement, AD Ports Group owns a 51% stake and Semurg owns a
49% stake in the partnership Sarzha Grain Terminal. The partnership has commenced
constructing a greenfield grain terminal at Kuryk Port. Following the completion of phase
one, this grain terminal will have the capacity to handle 570,000 tons of grain cargo per year.
